July 4, 1776 - After various changes to Jefferson's original draft of the Declaration of Independence, a 

vote was taken late in the afternoon of July 4th. Of 

the 13 colonies, 9 voted in favor of the Declaration; 

2, Pennsylvania and South Carolina voted "No"; 

Delaware was undecided and New York abstained.  

John Hancock, President of the Continental 

Congress, was the first to sign the Declaration of 

Independence. It is said that he signed his name 

"with a great flourish" so "King George can read that

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Getting to Know your Committee Chairmen

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Our Financial Health 
 
As we close out the 2009-2010 fraternal year let's pat ourselves on the back for doing a good job sticking 

to our budget.  The income for the year was $33,923 versus $29,750 budgeted (114%). We took in more 

than projected mainly due to two special fundraisers ($3805) that were added during the year for the 

Prairieville Community Cemetery and for Brother Knight in Distress donations.  Excluding this income 

we were 101% of budget.  The expenses for the year were $31,648 (106% of budget) but again excluding 

the $3805 special fundraiser expenses that passed through our books we were 94% of budget. The new 

2010-2011 budget will include 2 "Distress" events to account for unforeseen fundraisers/donations.  

 

As mentioned in the Grand Knight column, a proposed 2010-2011 budget was developed at a June 21st 

meeting Officers meeting and this budget is included at the end of the Newsletter for your review.  We 

will answer questions at the July business meeting and the Council will vote on the new budget at the 

August meeting. Feel free to contact any Trustee or the Grand Knight with comments or questions.

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Message from our Insurance Agent Brother Tim: 
 

„Right to Apply‟ helps widows in need 

 

The laws and rules of our Order, as well as state law, specify that the Knights of 

Columbus may accept insurance applications only from Knights of Columbus 

members.  As a member, you may apply for insurance on yourself, your wife and 

your dependent, minor children.  The Orderôs Board of Directors has taken action, 

though, to assure that a brother Knightôs widow maintains the right to purchase 

additional insurance for a limited time.  This can be of great benefit and comfort to 

those we leave behind. 

 

This “right to apply” is available only to the widows of Insured Members.  If a member has not 

availed himself of our top-rated life insurance program, or purchased an annuity or long-term care policy, 

this benefit is not available to his widow.  But if the Knight was an insured member, his widow has the 

right to apply for additional insurance on her life and on the lives of the memberôs minor children.  This 

right can be exercised for up to one year following the Orderôs receipt of proof of the insuredôs death. 

 

Know two things.  First, Iôll assist your widow and children in any way possible if you should die, both 

with your Knights of Columbus insurance and any other life insurance you may have.  Second, Iôll 

provide them my best professional advice and service to ensure that they continue to have adequate 

insurance protection. 

 

As a professional agent and a brother Knight, I have no greater responsibility.
